$7,914,849 to CDBG projects and activities. ldaho communities throughout the state leveraged
$154,365,183 to match CDBG funds awarded.

IDC awarded 22 Idahod@nmunity Development Block Grants throughout the state during PY
2007. Sixteen projects received funding under the Baederve and Enhance Suitable Living
Environmentsand six projects were funded under the gogdand Economic Opportunitiesn
addition to grant awards, IDC will fund four activities under the dnatease Community
Investment and Involvement

multifamily rental projects. All of which successfully contributed toward the state's goals of
increasing accegs affordable housingreserving and enhancing suitable living environments,
and increasing community investment and involvement.

IHFA awaidedESG funds to 16 homeless shelters statewide in an effort to improve quality, meet
operating costs, and provide essential services to homeless individuals. Four of these agencies

also received homeless prevention funds included in their ESG awaree dduitional non

profit agencies received ESG awards for homeless prevention activities only. One 2007 project



sponsor is a first time recipient of ESG funds and is utilizing the award to provide housing and
services to victims of domestiolence in aural community.
