Tet airport not compatible
'with a quiet evening
at home

Through these difficult times, the Payette Landing airport and
adjacent industrial and residential development is the only large
project that has emerged.

But that doesn’t mean county officials shouldn’t scrutinize the
proposal and consider whether itis compatible with the neighbors.

The airport, championed by Justin Jenkins of McCall, ap-
peared months ago i the middle of Valley County’s Great
Recession. County Commissioner Frank Eld didn’t want to hear
many details as he might be held to adhers to his observations
in the future.

Hindreds of residents and second-property owners tuned
out fast Thursday to comment, most inst the idea. Nearly
500 pecple affixed their signatures to a petition against Payette
Landing.

There's na doubt that an airport in the middle of the valley
would hoost business here. Tamarack Risori officials had called
for improved flight service, althoughmo onic from that ailing fa-
cility -hit the meeting for comments Transporration fo Valley
County is difficult at best and gets downright teanous during the
winter, Jenkins is resolved to help the Jocal economy.

Yet. there are a number of nagging details. Payette Landing
at full build-ont would provide oral hundred residences. But
there are tons of residential lots and quite a number of homes
feft over from. the last real estate boom, To the southwest, the
Bella Reve project promiscd some 700 homes and neighboring
developments about donbled that. Those developers now ask the
county for extensions on their permits.

The homes at Payette Landing also would be in the vicin-
ity of a
Administration would approve a “through-the-fence” designation
so pilots of smaller planes conld taxi to their home “garages.”

The Payette Landing folks would buy 2 substantial amount
of bare land on either end of the runway. but there still would
be a fair amount of noise for homes on the periphery. MeCall
Municipal Airport has experienced a couple crashes over the past

pilot didn’t read his fuel gauge hefore heading to MeCall.

Through the last land boom, some long-time residents and
new arrivals developed a distaste for the affluent. Tamarack was
a huge boost to the economy and can do more in the future. But
its latest throes sent hundreds of employees to the Job Service
and a Tong list of contractors still hope to recover their losses at
some point.

The most prevalent attitude at the Thursday hearing revolved
around intangibles: Being able to sit on your deck without a busi-
ness jet winging its way nearby. The area is a corridor for elk. In
the morning, you may hear the sandhill cranes or geese.

For the people of Valley County who were un-
able to attend the Planning and Zoning mecting the
night of June 25, you missed democ in action.
